The Interim LSU Public Hospital Level 1 Trauma Center in New Orleans invites you 
to help us decrease the number of injuries and fatalities on Louisiana roadways.   
 
The National Child Passenger Safety Technician Program is coming to your area.  For 
a limited time, the course is offered free to participants.  This is a 40 hour course for 
individuals who are interested in educating the public on the proper installation of 
child restraints.  Child restraint misuse remains high in our state and through 
partnerships, we can make a difference. 
 

 
 
The course was developed by NHTSA and the National Child Passenger Safety Board 
to meet the needs of traffic safety, health professionals and first responders who 
are responsible for or educate others on the proper installation of child safety seats.  
Successful completion renders certified child passenger safety technicians through 
the SAFE KIDS Worldwide Campaign. 
 
Proper installation of child restraints promotes compliance with the Louisiana child 
restraint law, and decreases the number of childhood injuries and fatalities in motor 
vehicle crashes.  Having certified technicians at your agency provides the technical 
knowledge needed to address installation issues, allows for participation in 
community events, health fairs, and even the development of a fitting station at 
your own facility.

Have you considered becoming a Fitting Station? 

 
A Fitting Station is a place where parents and caregivers can learn how to safely transport children by using 
the appropriate child safety seat or vehicle safety belt correctly from a certified passenger safety technician. 

 

 

 

 

 Provides an invaluable service to the community and the agency.  

 Provides the necessary education to enforce the child passenger safety law. 

 Certified technicians encourage and enforce the use of adult seatbelt usage. 

 Crashes are the No. 1 cause of death for every age from 3 through 33.   

 In 2010, there were 720 fatalities in Louisiana and 70,000 injuries as a result of motor vehicle crashes. 

 Every day, an average of 5 children age 14 and younger are killed and 548 are injured in motor vehicle 
crashes. 

 Decrease the number of injuries and fatalities and the associated economic, physical and emotional 
burden that surround crashes. 

 Correctly installed and used child safety seats reduce the risk of death by 71% for infants, by 54% for 
toddlers, and reduce the need for hospitalization by 69% 

 Current Louisiana child passenger safety misuse rates are above 90%.
